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Split the young people into groups of 
three to five and ask them to list as many 
animals as they can in 60 seconds. Once 

the time is up, ask each group to name the 
animals on their list, with the rest of the groups 

marking off animals on their list that have 
already been mentioned. Each group can only 

count an animal that no other group had on 
their list. Go around all the groups; the most 

original animals that other groups didn’t have 
wins (optional – hand out bonus points for 

the most unique animals).
